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PARTICIPATION AGREEMENT

THIS PARTICIPATION AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is entered into this _____ day of ______________, 20___, by _________________________________, hereinafter referred to as “Partner,” as written acknowledgment of Partner’s participation in the Program under the terms and conditions described below.  Partner is aware that the Program is offered by the City of Fort Collins Natural Resources department, City of Fort Collins, a political subdivision and municipal corporation of the State of Colorado.

WHEREAS, the City of Fort Collins operates the voluntary Program to promote the identification and implementation of cost-effective energy, solid waste, and water efficiency, transportation reduction, and pollution prevention measures by Program Partners; and WHEREAS, the Partner desires to participate in the Program and receive certain benefits of the Program as more fully described below;

WHEREAS, the goal of the Climate Wise program is to reduce greenhouse gas emissions by Partners through working to achieve the following:
· promote waste reduction; 

· implement energy saving projects; 

· encourage alternative transportation/travel reduction; 

· promote water conservation, and 

· practice pollution prevention.

NOW, THEREFORE, the undersigned Partner agrees as follows:

1. Program Obligations. The Program, for so long as the Program is funded by the City of Fort Collins, will provide the following to Partners for their active participation in the Program:


a. public recognition of each Partner’s participation in the Program;


b. technical assistance and support as needed to Partners for review of existing efforts and recommendations of new measures made to reduce greenhouse gas emissions;

c. opportunity for informal interaction with other Partners.

2. Partner Obligations.  In exchange for the provisions referenced in paragraph one above, the Partner, for so long as the Program is funded by the City of Fort Collins, commits initially to the following actions, as agreed to in the Bronze Level:


a. upon registering for the Program, provide general information regarding Partner’s company or organization;


b. upon registering for the Program, allow Program personnel to conduct a site assessment/visit of the Partner’s business operations or if such visit is not Partner’s preference, submit data and pertinent information via a self assessment to Program personnel in order to facilitate an analysis of operations at a baseline level;

c. Partner will notify customers and employees of participation in the Climate Wise program by various means, including displaying Climate Wise plaque;  

d. Partner will send a representative to at least two Climate Wise Partner meetings or other applicable meetings each year;

e. Partner will report data to the Program on an annual basis by July 1st of each year; and

f. Partner will mark as confidential any written records it provides to the Program consistent with the definition of the word confidential as defined by the Colorado Open Records Act; and


g. Partner will move to the Silver Level or higher within two years of receiving their assessment report. 

3.  Active Participation.  “Active participation” is defined as action of a Partner that is consistent with the obligations described in Section 2, subsections c. through e. above, as well as Partner will work to achieve actual reductions in greenhouse gases and implement one measure annually to the extent technically and economically feasible.  If Partner’s participation in the Program does not meet these obligations, the Program’s obligations as defined in Section 1 above will cease and Partner will cease to represent to any third party that it is a participant in the Program or a Partner.
4. Disclosure of Information. The Program will not disclose confidential written records except as required by law.  Should Partner desire that certain confidential written information not be disclosed to the public, Partner shall mark “confidential” at the top of each applicable page, and shall be responsible for justifying, advocating for and defending the confidentiality of such information.  The parties acknowledge that the Program makes a practice of publishing and publicizing information about achievements made toward the goal referenced above on a general Program basis and an individual Partner basis.  To the extent the Partner prefers that the Program not publish or discuss particular information about the Partner, the Partner will notify the Program of this preference and the Program will take steps to ensure that such disclosures do not occur.  If the Program does not receive notification of this preference from the Partner, the Program may include a description of the particular measure taken in its case studies, brochures, press releases, website information, discussions at meetings and other publications presented to the public or other Partners.
5. Severability. If any provision of this Agreement is determined to be invalid or unenforceable, the Partner agrees that the remainder of this Agreement shall continue in full force and effect.

7. Governing Law. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Colorado, with Larimer County, Colorado having jurisdiction.

8. Withdrawal from Program.  If a Partner elects to withdraw from the Program, Partner will notify the Program representative of its withdrawal at the address provided below and at such time as the Program receives such notice, Partner will no longer be engaged in Active Participation as defined above.    
9. Entire Agreement.  This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement concerning the subject matter hereof. No prior representations, promises, statements, warranties, understandings, or agreements concerning the subject matter hereof shall modify or affect the terms and conditions of this Agreement.
