LIGHTENUP Program
 Rebates for high efficiency lighting retrofits i
 Indoor and outdoor lighting | |
* Independent of technology
e Fluorescent, HID, CFL, LED
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Energy Efficiency Programs

LIGHTENUP Program
* Rebates based upon project reduction
* Includes effects of lamp reconfiguration
» Typically pays approximately 1/3 of project cost

» Simple (fixture based) and Custom (project based)
applications

« Contractor list, based on program experience

» Apply through Fort Collins Utilities, pre-approval if over
$1000
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Energy Efficiency Programs

Electric Efficiency Program
» Prescriptive rebates for high efficiency equipment
HVAC: packaged air conditioners, heat pumps

Building shell: windows, wall/roof insulation, cool roof, air
sealing

Foodservice: ice machines, packaged refrigeration, electric
cooking equipment, vent hood controls

Grocery: refrigeration motors, controls, case lighting, covers

Office equipment: ENERGY STAR computers, desk lamps,
occupancy sensors, vending machine sensors

Motors: based on horsepower and type
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Energy Efficiency Programs

Electric Efficiency Program
« Custom rebates for high efficiency equipment
 Examples
* Free cooling
» Variable frequency drives for fans, pumps, chillers
» Upgrades to compressed air or vacuum system

* Process upgrades

» Rebate application, apply through
Fort Collins Utilities, pre-approval
if over $1000

* Rebates based on $0.10 per kWh
or $500 per summer kW
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Energy Efficiency Programs

Integrated Design Assistance Program
» High performance new construction
* Whole building approach
» Design incentive - $5000 plus $0.10 per SF

« Performance incentive — based on $0.10 per kWh or
$500 per summer kW

Integrated Design Assistance Program
» High performance new construction
* Prescriptive approach
» Rebates based upon above code requirements

 HVAC efficiency, building shell, lighting power
density

— Non-condensing boilers >85% efficient $600 per MMBTUH
— Condensing boilers >92% efficient $2,500 per MMBTUH

— Modular burner controls >/=5:1 turndown 25% of equipment cost
up to $5,000

O2 trim controls 25% of equipment cost up to $5,000
Outdoor air reset controls 25% of equipment cost up to $500
Stack dampers 25% of equipment cost up to $250

Replacing failed steam traps 25% of equipment cost up to $250
per trap

« Standard offer: $7 per dekatherm
