Respecting the Cultural
Legacy of Natural Areas

People have had a relationship with the local
landscape for thousands of years and evidence
of their presence (artifacts) is all around us. An
artifact is an object made, used, or transported
by humans, and includes things like arrow-
heads or tools made from stone or bone, and
historical objects like buttons or glass bottles.
Other cultural resources include stone circles,
fire hearths or structures that are at least a hun-
dred years old.

As you enjoy the City of Fort Collins natural areas and trails, you may find
an artifact or other cultural resource. You can help preserve our collective
cultural legacy.

M Leave it where it is. Don’t pick up an artifact or walk amidst a structure.
Instead, leave it as you found it. If you can, take a picture of it.

M Record its location. Estimate the object’s location relative to nearby land-
marks. Use your camera or GPS unit to help note the artifact’s location.

H Tell a reliable source. As soon as possible, contact the Fort Collins Mu-
seum, 970-221-6738, and tell them what you have seen and where it is
located. They will investigate the find under the auspices of a valid permit.

Reasons Not to Disturb Cultural Resources

Respect: Artifacts are part of the cultural legacy of people who have lived
here, and leaving them alone demonstrates respect for the people who made
them or owned them. It also allows others to enjoy them today and in the
future. Native groups with ties to this area believe that objects are still being
used by the people who made them, and collecting them disrupts the connec-
tions between present and past peoples and the land. The most effective thing
you can do to help preserve our cultural heritage is to have respect for the
artifacts and the people who made them.

lllegal: According to Colorado law, it is illegal to knowingly take any artifact,
or excavate, damage, or destroy any prehistoric or historic resources on public
land including land owned by the City of Fort Collins. Offenders may be
charged with a misdemeanor and may face a fine, jail time or both.

Loss: Once an object is removed from its context, it loses its ability to educate
us about the past. Additionally, objects are often fragile and when people
handle them they can break, or the oils and acids on our skin can permanent-
ly damage them.

Thanks for helping to preserve our cultural legacy.
