· Drive the residential speed limit of 25 mph…

· Practice courtesy when parking…

· Maintain the exterior of your house…

City code addresses some of these issues by requiring weeds to be no more than 6”, not allowing parking on yards, requiring snow to be shoveled within 24 hours of a storm, and by ticketing inoperable vehicles and rubbish.  You will notice that many homes in the neighborhood have well-cared for yards.  As neighbors, we would ask that you please maintain your yard in a manner that keeps our neighborhood pleasant looking.
· Reasonable Noise…
Our neighbors have differing needs.  Please be respectful to all neighbors by keeping loud noise to a minimum, particularly after 10 p.m. This includes the extreme bass found in many car stereos that can be very disruptive!
