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Corrugated cardboard is a strong, versati le 

material made from two strips of thick brown 

paper on the top and bottom, with a wavy 

"corrugated" strip runn ing through the center. 

It's most commonly found in boxes used for 

packaging and sh ipping and is universally 

accepted for recovery and recyc ling.
